I think that there are 3 ways of solving the Shape Draw problem if ½ and ¼ are even numbers. 
Firstly I looked at the clue that said the length of each side is an even number. Then I saw that it was either a square or a rectangle. I saw it was a quadrilateral and it was irregular so it could only be a rectangle. 
Then I found out that the area was 24cm squared. So I used my times table knowledge to work out which times tables it was in. Then there were 5 possibilities. Next I saw that the perimeter of the shape was more than 24cm so I was cut down to 3 possibilities. 2cm by 12cm , ½cm by 48cm and ¼cm  by 96cm.
