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First I knew that the shape was a quadrilateral with four right angles, so it had to be either a rectangle or a square. Then I looked at a clue that told me that the shape was irregular that meant that it couldn’t be a square, so it had to be a rectangle. I knew that it also needed to have 2 parallel lines which work perfectly with a rectangle. After that, a clue told me that the area of the shape is 24cm². I first tried 24cm by 1cm, but then realized that the length of each side is an even number. (This one didn’t work.) Then I tried 12cm by 2cm, which worked. Now, the area of this shape needs to be 24cm².
