
You can see that the square is 2 more than the triangle by looking at the bottom two lines. The same can be done with the top to rows and you can see that the hexagons are 1 more than the triangles. This means that the squares are 8, the hexagons are 7 and the triangles are 6. The circles must be, as a result 4 which means the “?” is equal to 6+7+4+4 which equals 21
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Therefore, if you subtract 30, 23 and 22 from 96, you should be left with the number replacing the question mark which is 21
