I know that the booklet must be a square because the grid is a 10 x 10 square. The booklet must cover either 16 or 36 squares. (But for this example, I’ll be talking about a 4 x 4, or 16 squared booklets.)

First of all, you must work out that 100 – 16 = 84.

To find out how many reds there are, you must divide 84 by 2 (or ½ of 84) which is 42.

To find out how many blacks there are, you must divide 84 by 4 (or ¼ of 84) which is 21.
To find out how many blues there are, you must divide 84 by 12 (or 1/12 of 84) which is 7.

Because 1/12 of 84 is 7, and all the blues and the greens must be in a 10 – hole row, there must be 3 greens and 7 blues in the same row.

The booklet takes up a 4 x 4 area, and so there must be 6 oranges between the edge of the grid and the booklet.

There are 84 discs all together.
Orange discs cover 1/16 of the grid.

1/28 of the grid is covered in green discs.

1/21 of the grid has yellow counters on it.
