

What was the puzzle? 

In the sealed solution puzzle you were told that there were a set of ten cards, each showing one of the digits from 0 to 9, is divided up between five envelopes so that there are two cards in each envelope. The sum of the number was written on each envelope. There was envelope 7, 8, 13, 14 and 3. You needed to write what was in the 8 envelope. 

What did we do? 

We did the eight envelope first and then started on the others as that would give us a good base to start at. The strategies we used were to guess, check and improve, to eliminate possibilities and to try all possibilities. We realised that easiest way to get an answer was to add a singular number on to the same singular number with a zero. 

What did we find out? 

We found that there were only three possibilities for the number eight envelope. They were 0 and 8, 1 and 7 and 3 and 5. 

Were there any new puzzles or questions? 

I found it puzzling that 6 and 2 wasn’t an answer because they added up to 8 as well.
