Sealed Solution
What was the Puzzle?
Sealed Solution was a puzzle that required patience and a Guess and Check strategy somewhere in the process.  Ten cards showing one of the numbers from0 to 9, is split up between five envelopes.  On these envelopes there are 5 numbers: 7, 8, 13, 14 and 3.  The ten cards are split up so that the two digits inside, are put in so the sum of them is the same number as the one the envelope.

Before I did anything I drew up a table like so:           0    1    2    3    4    5    6     7    8    9          
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Then, above my table I wrote down 4 sets of the numbers from 0 – 9 as there were only a maximum of 4 different possibilities and I crossed them off as we went through all of them.  One of which is one the table.
 What Did We Find Out?
In the end, we found out that there were three different possibilities. They were: 8 + 0, 7 + 1 and 5 + 3.  6 + 2 was the only possibility that didn’t work.
