We worked out that all of the multiples of nine have the same symbols each time apart from 99 and 90 because they are the two highest multiples of nine so to get them as answers, you need to use three digit numbers. The answer will always be a multiple of nine even if you start with one. Here are some examples:
1. Starting number = 96, 9+6 =15, 96-15 = 81, 81 =9 times 9
2. Starting number = 33, 3+3 = 6, 33-6 = 27, 27 = 3 times 9
3. Starting number = 72, 7+2 = 9, 72-9 = 63, 63 = 7 times 9
If your starting number is from 10 – 19, your answer will be nine, 20 – 29  is 18, 30 – 39 is 27 and so on.
The reason that the answer is always a multiple of nine because if you take the tens digit of your number and multiply it by nine you would get the answer. EG:
1. Starting number = 99, tens digit = 9, 9 times 9
2. Starting number = 78, tens digit = 7, 7 times 9
