The solution for ‘Make 37’
Here are a couple of my first tries, which, later on, help to understand the reason why it is impossible to make 37 using 10 odd numbers:
7+1+5+3+7+5+3+3+1+1=36
7+5+7+1+1+1+7+5+3+1=38 
3+1+7+5+1+1+5+3+5=38 
If you look up there you’ll realise that whatever you do the answer will always be an even number. This happens because a pair of  odd numbers will equal an even number. The same happens with 5 pairs.
But, we can make 37 by using an odd number of odd numbers eg 7+5+7+1+1+1+7+5+3=37
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
