Solution

First, we drew out the table.
Then we drew it backwards (like on left). We then drew a line from the top right hand corner to the bottom left.

As you can see, it is a backwards times table square so for 5, 1, all of the numbers underneath have increased by 5 each time, like on a times table square.

If you go to 3, 3 (which is 3² or 3x3) you get 9. Take 3 from the 9 and you get 6. The numbers on the right and top side of the 9 are 6. The same method applies for 2, 3, 4, etc.
