1. You add the left and middle number together and add that to the right and middle number added together.
2. Yes because you are adding different numbers together.
3. You put the largest number in the middle.
4. You break the top number down into to numbers that could be added together to make it. You then find a number that is smaller than them both that will be the middle number and then break the other numbers down to find the remaining numbers you need to add on.
5. The numbers at the bottom are making new numbers and they are creating the numbers at the top.
6. You are finding the top number from adding the left and the middle number to the top and the middle number.
Method: You can use Pascals triangle to work out the pyramids. By working out each layer you can see how many of a b c etc you need.
