 i) At the end of the 5th day the monkey had 1 peach left.

This is how I worked it out.

1st day – the monkey started with 60 peaches

                60 ÷ 4 = 15
                15 × 3 = 45 so
                 ¾ of 60 = 45 

                 He kept 45 peaches  and ate 1 so at the                                    
                 end of day 1 he had 44 peaches left.

2nd day – the monkey started with 44 peaches 

                 44 ÷ 11 = 4

                 4 × 7 = 28 so

                 7/11 of 44 = 28

                 He kept 28 peaches and ate 1 so at the                   

                 end of day 2 he had 27 peaches left.

3rd day – the monkey started with 27 peaches.

                27 ÷ 9 = 3

                3 × 5 = 15 so


      5/9 of 27 = 15
                He kept 15 peaches and ate 1 so at the  

                end of the day he had 14 peaches.

4th day – the monkey started with 14 peaches.

                14 ÷ 7 = 2

                2 × 2 = 4 so

                2/7 of 14 = 4

                He kept 4 peaches and ate 1 so at the 

                end of the day he had 3 peaches.

5th day – the monkey started with 3 peaches.

                3 ÷ 3 = 1

                1 × 2 = 2 so

                2/3 of 3 = 2 

                He kept 2 peaches and ate 1 so at the

                end of day 5 he had 1 peach left.

ii) the monkey started with 22 peaches.
To work this problem out you have to work backwards
1+1=2

2×2=4

4+1=5

5×2=10

10+1=11
11×2=22

You add the one the monkey had left and the one he ate which makes 2. You then double 2 which makes 4. Then you add one which makes 5. Then you double it which makes 10. Then you add 1 which makes 11. Then you double it which makes 22.
