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i)  The little monkey started with 60 peaches:
    1st day-     3/4 of 60 peaches= 45peaches 
                            =45-1 = 44 peaches
2nd day- 7/11 of 44 peaches = 28 peaches
                           = 28 – 1 = 27
3rd day- 5/9 of 27 peaches= 15 peaches
                            = 15-1 = 14 peaches
4th day- 2/7 of 14 peaches = 4 peaches
                      = 4-1= 3 peaches
5th day – 2/3 of 3 peaches = 2 peaches
                  = 2-1= 1 peach
The little monkey had 1 peach left

ii)   For this question I worked backwards; instead of using Trial and Improvement and starting with any value, I worked from 1.
  So I added 1 to1 and multiplied by 2, 
           2(p+1)                        p =1peach
On the 4th day he had 1 peach       
On the 3rd day he has had 4 peaches               2(p+1)
On the 2nd day he has had 10 peaches             2(4p+1)
On the 1st day he has had 22 peaches              2(10p+1)
Therefore the little monkey had 22 peaches at the beginning

iii) The order of the fractions:

11/15, 5/6, 3/4, 1/2, 3/5, 1/4
To work this out, I have used Trial and Improvement. I realised that I was using the wrong fraction by working out the peaches that was left. I thought that the number of peaches would not have had decreased quickly. Like when I started with the fraction 3/5 I got the answer 44 peaches left but I knew that wouldn’t have happened because how could it decrease from 75 to 44 so quickly? 
iv)  For the peaches to last for 8 days the monkey started with          
95 peaches:
1st day:  He keeps 4/5 of his peaches, gave the rest away. Then ate 1.  = 75 peaches
4/5 of 95 peaches = 76 -1= 75 peaches
2nd day: He keeps 13/15 of his peaches, gave the rest away. Then ate 1. = 64 peaches
13/15 of 75 peaches = 65 -1= 64 peaches
3rd day: He keeps 15/23 of his peaches, gave the rest away. Then ate 1. = 55 peaches
7/8 of 64 peaches = 56 -1 = 55 peaches
4th day: He keeps 3/5 of his peaches, gave the rest away. Then ate 1. = 44 peaches
9/11 of 55 peaches = 45-1 = 44 peaches
5th day: He keeps 1/3 of his peaches, gave the rest away. Then ate 1. = 32 peaches
3/4 of 44 peaches = 33-1 = 32 peaches
6th day; He keeps 1/4 of his peaches, gave the rest away. Then ate 1. = 15 peaches
1/2 of 32 peaches= 16 -1= 15 peaches
7th day; He keeps 1/4 of his peaches, gave the rest away. Then ate 1. = 8 peaches
3/5 of 15 peaches = 9-1= 8 peaches
8th day; He keeps 1/4 of his peaches, gave the rest away. Then ate 1. = 1 peach
1/4 of 8 peaches = 2-1 = 1 peach
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
