Orange Drink Problem

We worked out that 200ml was water and 50ml was squash in each glass by doing 250 times 15 which got us to 3750 then we took 750 (because the bottle was 750 millilitres of squash) away from 3750 which gave us. came to 40 glasses of drink. Then did 40 times 200 that came to 8000 which equalled 8 litres. You needed 8 litres of water to make 10 litres of squash.
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40 x 200ml = 8000ml = 8litres
