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To complete this maths problem you must calculate how much chocolate children will receive on each of the three table by finding a pattern or if it fails work out how much chocolate each child will get on each table by dividing the amount of chocolate bars by the amount of children at that table (if the next child joins.) Next you have to compare each table and put the child on the table where he will get the most chocolate.
