Mother bear was three quarters the size of Father bear

Baby bear was half the size of Father Bear.

And all the things they had were in the same proportions.

Mummy bear = M
Daddy bear = D

Baby bear = B

Goldilocks = GL
Chairs:
M bear’s chair was 60 cm. M bears chair was also 3 quarters of  D bear’s chair, so that means that D bear’s chair was 80 cm because  if you divide 80 cm by three (make three quarters) you will get 60cm which is equal to M bear’s chair. 
To get B bears chair you must half D bear’s chair, so half of 80 cm is 40 cm and that is B bear’s chair height.
M bears chair = 60cm 

D bears chair = 80cm

B bears chair = 40cm

Bowls:

D bear’s bowl was 24cm across, to get the diameter of M bear’s bowl you must multiply D bear’s bowl by three quarters and the answer you will get is 18cm. 
Now to get B bear’s height of his bowl, you must half D bears bowl which is 12 cm.

D bears bowl = 24cm

M bears bowl = 18cm

B bears bowl height = 12cm
Beds:

The largest (The blue bed) of the beds must belong to D bear. Roughly half of D bear’s bed must be the size of B bear’s bed (the red bed). Roughly the size between the beds must be M bears bed (The yellow bed).Which leaves us with GL which is the green bed.
M bear’s bed is yellow

D bear’s bed is blue

B bear’s bed is red

GL’s bed is green

Spoons:

D bears spoon was 30 cm long.GL spoon was 5 sixths of D bears spoon so 5 sixths of D bears spoon is 25cm, which in a fraction is 15 twenty fifths which can be simplified to 3 fifths and the proportion of B bears spoon is 15cm. 
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
