We noticed lots of different patterns and could have gone on much longer but here are some of the patterns we saw.

When we looked at the tables from 2 to 5, the first pattern we saw was 50505050 going across in the fives because all the multiples of 5 end with 5 or 0.  We could see the beginning of this pattern going down too.  We also saw there was a line of zeros going down at the end from the multiples of 10.
We noticed that the twos had a repeating pattern 2468024680 and that the fours had the same numbers repeating but in a different order: 4826048260.  We used the patterns to predict the next two numbers in each table .

Next we added the sixes and noticed that these were the same numbers repeating as the fours and the twos but again in a different order: 6284062840.  We wrote the tables out as suggested for the twos, fours and sixes.
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We saw that the zeros were always in the same place (because the even multiples of 5 and 10 end in zero) and the others were 2, 4, 6 or 8 in different orders.  We used these tables to predict the pattern for the eights by seeing which number had not been used yet.
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Then we checked our predictions and found out we were right.

When we added the sevens, we found out that the numbers were the same as the threes in reverse.

When we had added the eights, nines and tens, we saw that all the diagonals made symmetrical patterns e.g. 0262002620, 064460.
