Consecutive Sums

· In this experiment I found out that numbers with a sum of 2 consecutive numbers were not common multiples but have 1 number between (3,5,7,9). 
· Numbers which are multiples of 3 starting from 6 had sums of 3 consecutive numbers.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Numbers going up in fours starting with 10 had a sum of 4 consecutive numbers. 
· Finally, numbers which are multiples of 5, starting with 15 had sums of 5
