1. A whole circle is 360 degrees, half a

circle is 180 degrees.180 degrees take away 20 degrees and then take away another 20 degrees gives the answer of 140 degrees.
 
2.The first 20 degrees is above the x line         and the third 20 degrees is under the x line so its always 180 degrees.

3.A whole circle is 360 degrees if you take away 20 degrees and then another 20 degrees. 20 add 20 equals 40. 360 take away 40 equals 320.
