 Half the circle = 180 degrees – 20 degrees = 160 degrees – another 20 degrees = 140 degrees. So 140 degrees is the amount of degrees you have to turn.

2. 140 degrees.

  140 degrees + 20 degrees = 160 degrees + another 20 degrees = 180 degrees.

3. 180 degrees.

   180 Degrees + 140 degrees = 320 degrees.

The General Rule

1. Whatever your starting number is.
            2. Take away double your number from 180.
            3. Your third number will always be 180.

            4. Take away double your number from 360.
