· There are more brown than any other colour 
· There are equal numbers of floppy browns and ordinary browns 
· There are three which have floppy ears 
· There are twice as many floppy browns as floppy whites 
· There are three times as many blacks as whites

· There are the same number of blacks as browns

  Using the clues we worked out the answer using trial and error.
First, we chose a sensible number e.g. 6 brown rabbits
· Secondly, we tested out that number using the clues e.g if there ARE 6 BROWN RABBITS AND ONE OF THE CLUES WAS There are the same number of blacks as browns THE N THERE WOOULD BWE 6 BLACKS
