On the first part I found out that if you had 2 brown rabbits one would be floppy and one would not. That could not work, so I tried 4 brown rabbits (it had

to be an even number.). That did work. I went on to working out how many of each sort. I found out that there would be 2 of each brown rabbits. Now on to question 3.There are three floppy ear rabbits so 2 of the rabbits are brown.

If there are double the amount of floppy brown as white ones, so there must be 1 white floppy ear rabbit.

If there are 3x more black than white there must be 3 black rabbits.

The second part was slightly more difficult. If there is the same amount of black rabbits

as brown ones you would have to work that out later. There are twice the amount of floppy brown rabbits as normal ones we still had to find out that later. I soon found out the black  and brown rabbits had three altogether. Question 2 says that there were twice the amount of floppy browns as normal ones means that are 2 floppy ones and 1 normal one. Q 3 says there are the same amount of floppy greys as floppy browns there must be 2 floppy greys. It also says all but one is floppy. The normal brown rabbit is the non-floppy one.
That is how I work out Rabbits in the Pen.
