So! When we cut the green square we made 2 shapes that were blue and yellow which make green! The blue shape is a trapezium and the yellow shape is a right angled triangle. If you rotate the triangle [image: image2.png]180°



 and put it over the shape it will leave a rectangle:

2 triangles would fit in the rectangle. The area of square is 100cm2 and the area of the triangle is 25cm2. The ratios of these sizes are:
Rectangle to Triangle:   1:2

Trapezium to Triangle:   1:3

Original Square to Triangle:   1:4

So! If we started with a rectangle
We’d end up with the same ratios:

Rectangle to Triangle:   1:2

Trapezium to Triangle:   1:3

Original Rectangle to Triangle:   1:4

And the same shapes – just different sizes!

But if the triangle and the trapezium were split a quarter of the way along the ratios would be:

Rectangle to Triangle:   1:6

Trapezium to Triangle:   1:7

Original Rectangle to Triangle:   1:8
