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Our findings on the cyclic quadrilaterals

On all cyclic quadrilaterals (when you make triangles within them, always starting on the center dot such as in diagram A) the opposite angles always add up to 180°. Cyclic quadrilateral without the centre dot inside (such as in diagram B), you need still to draw lines from the centre to the outside dots to make triangles.
