Jumping
The pupils from St. Aidan’s Maths Challenge club, in North London, have been studying this problem.

Isobel used a trial and error method:

200 x 1.5 = 300 no- too small

300 x 1.5 = 450 no- too big

250 x 1.5 = 375 yes!

So the first jump was 250cm 

She used a trial and error method for the second question too:

10+10+10= 30 no- too small

20+20+20=60 no- too small

30+30+30=90 no, still too small

40+40+40=120 yes!

So the first jump was 40+40=80cm 

Jamila got the same answer, but used a different method:

3.75m÷2=1.875m         1.875m÷3=0.625m
1.875m+0.625=2.500m or 2.5m  (a÷2)+(a÷6)

She used the same method for the second question:

(a÷3) x2 where a=120cm

=80cm
