Escape from the castle 1 solution
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We knew that each opposite side of a dice added up to seven. 2 + 5 + 1 = 8 the other side was 5 + 2 + 6 = the first key number
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We only had nine numbers first we added eight and five which gave us the first key number. Then we added five and four which gave us nine. After that we added four and seven which gave us eleven. Then we added seven and nine which gave us the second key number.
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We knew that half way across the circle was 2.5 and so would the second 2.5 + 2.5 =5 what was left to get to the second key number was four so we squared it got that answer then took away the one which gave us the third key number.
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First we tried finding what all the sides added up to it was 15 we started to jumble the numbers until we got 
Top = 6 2 7 right 7 5 3 left 6 1 8 bottom 8 4 3. We then added up the sides which gave us the forth key number.
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Basically we went up in four and five times table and added three/four each time until we got the last key number then we figured out Skippy’s real name Simon.
