We knew that each side the opposite side would always add up to 7 like 6+1 or 5+2.then we took three random dice that add up to 8 (1,4,3).then we turned the dice over and we knew that opposite sides would be 6,3,4 which added up to 13.

The first key is number 13.

2)

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We knew that the side was 5cm and that the bottom was 9cm.we knew that the circles had a middle measurement. then we knew that 9-5=4 and then 4 squared was 16-1 is 15.
