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How do you think the positions have been decided? 
I believe that the positions have been decided by the number of gold medals first, then silver, then bronze (in descending order)
I believe gold is first because Great Britian is ahead of Russia even though Russia is ahead on silver and bronze.
Silver is second because Germany is ahead of France.

Could the results be presented differently to give another nation the top place?
I tried median  off the gold, silver and bronze for each country, but the 1st place remains the same that is US which is 29 (29, 29, 46) because the median comes ahead of China (23, 27, 38). 
If you rank by the most number of bronze medals, Russia comes first. South Korea comes down dramatically on most bronze medals. Australia comes up by 3 places.
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
