An odd number is a number that cannot be paired up completely. An even number is a number that can be paired up completely.

Now we add 3+5
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 So the blue in number 3 pairs up with blue in number 5 to make it a completely paired number 8 which is an even number.
So when you  add two odd numbers, the number that is left out in the first odd number will pair up with the number that is left out in the second odd number and make it an even number.
