The answers are:
Alice won with Becky, Charlotte and Daphne but lost with Elsie and Fran
Becky won with Charlotte and Elsie but lost with Alice, Daphne and Fran
Charlotte only won with Daphne, and lost with Alice, Becky, Elsie and Fran
Daphne also was the one with 1 win, and that was with Becky. She lost with Alice, Charlotte, Elsie and Fran
Elsie won with Alice, Charlotte and Daphne, but lost with Becky and Fran
Fran was the only one to win all the matches

If you look on the names on the right, look for the person who won, and who against
So if you look for Daphne, look for Becky and put a tick under it
and then find Becky, and place a cross under Daphne, because she lost with her
Mark or leave blank the spaces where it shows things like Becky and Becky, because she can’t win or lose with herself.
The total won column will help later
Ok, so when you got the first match organised, let’s look on some other tips you can find
Tip 3 “Alice and Elsie won the same, odd, number of matches, but Alice lost to Elsie”
You know that Elsie won with Alice, so you can plot these straight away
Now in both of their Totals column, it will be either 1, 3, or 5 because they are odd numbers
However it cannot be 5 because if you look at the first tip, it says only one person could have won all of the matches. So in the Total points column, put 1/3 in Alice and Elsie’s row.

Then if you look at the last tip, it says Charlotte won only one match, against the other person who won only one as well.
Because of that you can put a 1 in Charlotte’s total won column, but not who she won with because we still don’t know.
But, because Alice and Elsie have the same odd number of wins, Remove 1 because Charlotte and someone else had only won one. Now you know Elsie and Alice won 3 times, but not who with yet
From the first tip, I assumed Fran won all the games, so therefore Becky must have won 2 because of the total of 7 matches from tip number four.
Because I knew that there were 15 matches (Each player has 5 games, and there are 6 players. 5x6=30 and half that because for example Becky vs. Alice would repeat in Alice vs. Becky, but they only played against each other once, so you half it) And the remaining person without anything in the Total won column was Daphne, she had to win 1 because all the remaining ones added up to 14.
