Three Neighbours
Response from the Maths Challenge group at St. Aidan’s Primary School, London N4

Daisy, Billy, Luca and Izzy all found out that the sum of any three consecutive numbers is a number in the three times table. 
Luca tried lots of combinations of three consecutive numbers to check his idea:
4+5+6=15
2+3+4=9
1+2+3=6
17+16+15=48
22+21+20=63
43+44+45=132
Louisa went on to look at whether the numbers are odd or even. She found that:
Odd+even +odd=even,
 but that even+odd+even=even
Daisy went on to look at whether the sum of 4 consecutive numbers would be numbers in the 4 times table, but she found that this wasn’t the case!
