(4x£2)+(1x£-3)=£5
(7x£2)+(3x£-3)=£5
(10x£2)+(5x£-3)=£5
(13x£2)+(7x£-3)=£5
(3n+1)x£2+(2n-1)x£-3=£5
3n+1 works because n is going up in 3s but 1 more than the traditional 3 times table like 4,7,10,13.
2n  -1 works because n is going up in 2s but it goes 1,3,5,7 this means that it is 1 less than the original 2 times table.
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
